2. Booth spaces are 20X20 with option to purchase 2 booths.

D. Spots 10X10 Corners---$150.00 Spots Middle---$138.00
4. Partnership is allowed only if the same merchandises are being sold.

5. Booth reservation fees must be paid in full at time of reservation.

6. In case of death in the nuclear family or injury to the vendor, proper documentation is required for a 50% refund of the reservation fee otherwise NO REFUND will be made 30 day before event.
7. In order to keep reserved booth, 50% deposit of the booth fee must be paid a week after reservation.  Vendors must notify the organization 30 days before event in order to cancel the reservation with a full refund otherwise no refund.

11. Cassettes and videos’ vendors are to keep TVs and speakers inside and towards the back of the booth.

13. You will need to hang all displayed merchandises and materials neatly in front of your booth and to not overflow into the walkway.
